Anniversary Year in Review 

In spite of the economic downturn, 2009 was a 
successful year for the Augustine Project. We celebrated the 
projectĴs 15th anniversary by raising $15,000, bolstered by 
matching grants from the Adele M. Thomas Charitable 
Foundation  and the Fenwick Foundation . Special thanks 
are also due to Holy Family Church , the Diocese of NC, 
the BIN Charitable Foundation , Triangle Community 
Foundation  (particularly the Kristin Fund ), Chapel of 
the Cross, Durham Merchants Association Charitable 
Foundation  and Strowd Roses Foundation for their 
consistently generous financial support through the years.  
With their help and that of individuals like those listed on 
the enclosed ĶHonor Roll of Donors,ķ more than 550 
Augustine tutors and teachers have been trained over the 
past 15 years and now serve in 92 schools and after school 
programs in the Triangle area.  In addition to two fully 
subscribed 70 hour trainings in 2009, a concentrated training 
was held at Kestrel Heights Charter School in Durham, and 
an elective year-long course for seniors at Durham Academy 
Upper School (pairing them with first graders at Forest View 
Elementary) was enthusiastically renewed for a third year.

A similar course was successfully implemented at Trinity 
School of Durham and Chapel Hill under the supervision 
of Lori Easterlin and Heather Hille. Replications 
continued to flourish in Winston-Salem, Charlotte, 
Hickory, Fayetteville, Greenville SC and Houston TX, 
with Candace Armstrong being hired as director of the 
Charlotte chapter after 5 years of volunteer service in that 
role. In Winston-Salem, Carson Howard joined the 
Augustine staff as assistant to the director, Henri Brown. 
We held the first annual directorsĴ meeting and angel-
making event. Our library, training manual and brochure 
were thoroughly overhauled (kudos to Heather), and a 
new slogan adopted:  

Tutor one child. ~ Change two lives. 
We exceeded post test goals, participated in The Great 
Human Race, and presented or exhibited at more than a 
dozen events, including the Episcopal Diocesan 
Convention, an NC State University graduate course, 
Rotary and Exchange Club meetings, the Orange County 
Literacy Fair, and the annual conference of the NC 
Branch of the International Dyslexia Association.
